Design Education in Brazil
• History: General view of the Brazilian political and economic context in the fifties, when awareness of the relevance of Industrial Design emerged.
• Development: Weakness and strengths of design education in Brazil: size of the country; language barrier; lack of systematic teaching training; absence of design education in schools. On the other hand, economic and cultural diversity; creativity; academic concern; post-graduation increase. Here we can show images and examples of diversity.
• Prospects. Here we draw attention to the need to fill the gaps in the cycle of design education. One way of doing this is by learning from successful experiences in order to generate our own solutions. This is one of our objectives at The OU.
