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Graphic communication is a cognitive support for the conceptual and creative stages of the design process, mainly among the activities whose object of study demands iconographic representation. It is accepted that, in the absence of an appropriate means of expression, important information can be stored, but its use may be delayed or blocked. In order to follow his/her course of thinking a designer may produce a number of graphic marks which transmit semantic information and present thematic specialization. 
In this seminar we present a typology of sketches based on the examination of graphic marks of anonymous and famous designers.
