Can we Bury Global Warming?
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Sequestration of black carbon derived from biomass is seen as an advantageous way to put excess atmospheric carbon back where we took it from, and hence to counter global warming. This seminar will describe black carbon sequestration, so as to compare it with other proposed approaches to sequestration such as CO2 capture, and with other uses of biomass. We might then discuss whether its future role is worthy of research.
