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[Summary]


Ubiquitous computing is an emerging and relatively large field covering a number of computer science disciplines. Central to the vision is the embedding of computing elements into the environment combined with the presence of many data networks to co-ordinate. Many have attached themselves to the vision, but little research has been done on establishing if the ubiquitous world will function according to the ambition. Nick Dalton will be presenting some recent research carried out by the new Shareables group in the Department of Computer Science (OU), looking into multiuser co-present interfaces such as tabletops and discuss the attempts to find objective measures of collaboration and awareness.
