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[Summary]

The series of Design Thinking Research Symposia (DTRS) have been established since 1991 bringing together researchers from many different academic and design disciplines all with a common interest in the cognitive and social aspects of the design process.  DTRS7, organised jointly by the Open University and Central Saint Martins, distributed video data of a number of Engineering and Architectural design meetings to 24 international research groups, who then analysed these data and presented a paper at the workshop in September 2007.  In this seminar I will give an overview of the DTRS7 research process, show some of the data we collected and the themes that arose out of the data, and highlight some of the results that were presented at the workshop.
