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It is well accepted that design is one of the key aspects of new product
development. Further, it is widely recognised that design also plays a
central role in the development of more sustainable products. However,
although the idea of sustainability seems to be widely discussed in design
research, there are signs that the true meaning of this notion has not been
fully assimilated in new product development to date.

The Cambridge Sustainable Design Tool Kit aims to bridge this gap between 
theoretical knowledge and practical application by challenging the 
participants' preconceived ideas of good and responsible design; 
communicating fundamental principles of sustainability in order to provide 
an appropriate reference point for sustainable action; ensuring a better 
understanding of the short and long term implications of sustainable design 
thinking; and facilitating the design process by providing an extensive set 
of guidelines and examples.

This seminar provides the opportunity to participate in a workshop 
conducted around the Cambridge Sustainable Design Tool Kit. After a short 
introduction of the theoretical foundation of the tool kit, the 
participants will actively develop sustainable design concepts by following 
the tool kit methodology. The workshop will conclude with a discussion of 
the generated design concepts.

For this workshop not previous sustainable design knowledge is needed, 
workshop material such as Post-its, pens and paper will be provided.
