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Is Slow Travel really Low Carbon? 

 

This talk explores the definition of ‘slow travel’ – this is a concept which has emerged from the slow food movement. The talk will apply a conceptual framework of slow travel to a range of potential destinations for UK-based tourists in order to estimate their overall carbon emissions using slow modes of transport. These voyages, by rail and by sea, are then compared and contrasted with those of more typical ‘fast’ travellers using aviation to reach their final destination. As well as asking if slow travel really accrues lower carbon than other modes, the talk invites the audience to consider the role of slow travel in everyday life and as a contributor to overall carbon reduction.
