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Red for Danger: Visualising the emerging spaces of British militarism.
 

This presentation will address the design and production of militarised space in the UK, looking at military land use, architecture and the socio-economic impact of military training and defence in the UK. However, an integral part of this research is the study of airspace architecture as an invisible and almost unquantifiable aspect of military activity, something which nevertheless greatly extends the projection of military power across the UK. The design of different airspace types will be assessed, including Danger Areas, Air Tactical Areas, Military Air Traffic Zones and volumes specifically created for drone surveillance activity.

Current projects include the interpretation and visualisation of airspace architectures, geometries of surveillance and the spaces of electromagnetic transmission.
