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Sustainable fashion: remanufacturing using second hand clothes in Tanzania

We will examine the potential for developing a remanufactured fashion process for a mass market scale (rather than the current practise of niche market operations). It will also examine the potential for incorporating local craft sector in the remanufacturing fashion such as in Tanzania (a site of high SHC and resultant waste textiles that go to landfill). It looks at the mechanisms of how the SHC arrives in Tanzania and is the sold (usually in the unofficial markets) and how there could be ways of involving the local craft sector in remanufacturing fashion using unsold garments. 
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
