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[Summary]
From 2005-2007, a follow up study has been undertaken of ‘low-energy’ dwellings in Milton Keynes that were originally monitored for temperature and energy consumption from 1989-1991. While little evidence was found for changes in internal temperatures, gas consumptions and electricity consumption increased markedly in spite of a drop in the total number of occupants. Moreover most of this increase occurred in the top third of energy users from the 1990 study. This seminar will attempt to discuss the implications of such results for energy policy and building regulations in the UK.
